3. Dress Code
· Please be considerate towards fellow students.  As Christians, we believe we are called to a higher standard, so please choose your clothing appropriately (ie. no exposed underwear, no exposed midriffs, no spaghetti straps or low cut tops, no offensive images or words).
· Students should wear something comfortable that they can move easily in as we will be doing a lot of movement and they need to be able to participate fully.  For example:  sweat pants, leggings, long shorts, t-shirts.  Please NO JEANS!!
· Footwear:  running shoes, jazz shoes, ballet shoes or socks (no bare feet)
· Students may be asked to bring a rehearsal skirt (girls), costumes or your performance shoes as we get closer to show time
· Girls – Please make sure your hair is pulled back and out of your face (ie. in a pony tail, braids, half-up/down, etc.)
· Boys/Girls – No hats that cover your face.
4. What to bring

· Your SCRIPT, a pen or pencil (to take notes), a notebook, a highlighter (to highlight your lines)
· A SNACK – We will have a break mid-morning for a snack so please bring a healthy, nutritious snack and a water bottle every week.  (nothing too messy!!)  We will let you know if there is a peanut or any other food-related allergies and if there are, please be considerate with your snack choices.
5. Other Expenses to Plan For
· Costumes – Each family is required to provide all costumes for their child for the production.  The costume committee will endeavour to have costume requirements out to you as early as possible.  Costumes may be rented, made, bought, or even found at thrift stores, etc.  PLEASE wait for a specific email regarding the costume requirements for each child.  
· Tickets – We want to fill the theatre for each performance as it is much more exciting to perform for a full house!!  Every family is encouraged to sell at least 25 tickets each.  
· Photos and Videos may be available should you wish to have a memento of the show.  
6.  Volunteer Requirements
· ALL parents are expected to put in volunteer hours throughout the year AND during theatre week and showtimes, WITHOUT EXCEPTION!  In order to keep costs down, we are relying on all parents to volunteer time.  We appreciate that we are all busy homeschooling families, but “many hands make light work” and we all need to work together to put on a great show.  Your involvement is crucial to the success of the production.
· Each family is required to submit a $100.00 cheque for yearly job and a $100 cheque for theatre week jobs at the beginning of the year that will be cashed if volunteer hours are not completed as required.

7.  Lighthouse Theatre Expectations
We want to be clear about the expectations for both parents and students involved in Lighthouse Theatre Productions.  Please be sure to read through the following expectations and discuss them with your children so that everyone is clear about what is required of them.  If you have any concerns or questions please contact Allana or Arlene directly and they will pass them on to the directors.
· Attendance at all rehearsals is mandatory.  (Please do not withhold attendance at Lighthouse Theatre as a form of discipline for your child.  It is unfair to the directors and the other students.)
· Please be on time when dropping off and picking up your children.

· There will be mandatory, extra rehearsals throughout the year, especially before the show, so be prepared to attend ALL rehearsals, especially the week before and the week of the production!!
· Casting decisions are made by the directors after the audition process is completed.  A Cast List will be sent out via email once the show is cast.  Please help us in preparing your children to accept the roles they receive.  We understand there may be disappointment if your child does not get the role they wanted, but every role in a show is important and the directors try to be fair to everyone.  Encourage your children to work hard and to do the best that they can do with every role they are given.

· Parents are expected to work with their children to learn lines and songs.

· We have a wide age range in our group, so please keep language and conversation topics appropriate for ALL ages.  (ie. no discussion of mature subjects/movies, no bad language)
· Theatre rehearsals are not usually open to parents, friends, etc.  If you wish to watch a rehearsal, please speak to Arlene directly.  A maximum of 2 people at a time will be permitted to watch a rehearsal as it can be distracting to students and the directors.
· Children will have times during a rehearsal where they are waiting and watching others rehearse scenes/songs/choreography.  We expect children to be quiet and respectful of others if they are not directly involved with the scene being rehearsed.
· We will communicate important information via email so please ensure that we have your correct email address.  If you do not have email, please arrange to get the information from another parent on a regular basis.  We expect parents to be responsible to read ALL emails to keep up to date and informed. 
· We will have a Board of parents comprised of the heads of the following committees:  Props, Sets, Costumes, Advertising who will work with the Directors/Producer/Coordinator to oversee the theatre program.
